Foundational Scriptures:  Proverbs 14:1-3; 18:21

B. Read Ephesians 4:29. Summarize this scripture in your own words.

3. How do you feel your words can impart grace to those who hear them?

C. Psalm 37:4 tells us that God gives us the desires of our hearts.  Read John 14:12-14.

1. God says He gives us the desires of our hearts and if we ask anything in His name, He will do it for us.  What do you desire God to do in your life that you have not asked Him for?  

2. Pray, ask God for that desire, then write a short 1-2 sentence confession from the Word regarding this desire.  Speak this confession out loud each day.  

(Example: Fear - God is on my side.  I will not fear.  What can man do to me?  Psalm 118:6)
