V. Our Words and Raising Godly Children

If you aren’t currently parenting children in your home, apply the following questions to other children in your life (grandchildren, nieces & nephews, friends’ children, etc.)

A. Read Psalm 127:3-5.
1. What words does God use to describe children?

2. In verse 5, how does God describe those who have children?

3. What kind of words do you use when talking about your children?

B. Our role as parents is to teach and train our children to love God.  Our words are an important part of that training.  Look up and briefly write out the following scriptures:

1. Deuteronomy 6:6-7
2. Deuteronomy 11:18-19
3. Deuteronomy 12:28
4. Proverbs 22:6
C. Read Matthew 12:35-37.  Idle means having no value, vain, worthless, pointless, useless, and ineffectual.  Idle words are words that do not define who our children are or build them up.  

1. What idle words do you use consistently when speaking about (and to) your children?

2. Honestly ask yourself if you have you allowed negative words to rule your tongue when speaking to or about your children.

3. If yes, what God-words can you use instead or, if not, what God-words do you already use consistently when speaking to or about your children?

D. As people of great influence in the lives of our children (or other children) we can encourage them to greatness as they pursue their God-given abilities or we can become a road-block.

1. What gifts and talents do you consistently see in your children?

2. Consider ways you can be a more positive influence.  Write down one thing you will do to positively influence your children with words of encouragement this week.
E. As our children become young adults we are to step back from the hands-on-training we have been involved with in order to allow them to become more and more responsible, eventually taking full responsibility for their lives as they become adults.
